Academic Requirements

[ English pre-requisite: Eligible to take ENG 101, Freshman English |

[J  Math pre-requisite: Eligible to take MAT 102, Intermediate Algebra

[1 Biology pre-requisite: Completion of at least one of the following within 5 years of the application deadline: BIO110; BIO 101; BIO 111; BIO
112; or BIO 115 with a grade of “C” or higher; AP Biology (score of 3, 4, or 5); or a passing grade on the Biology CLEP exam. For Fall 2026
applicants, the biology pre-requisite must have been completed after February 1, 2021.

[0 Chemistry pre-requisite: Completion of one of the following within 5 years of application deadline: HS Regents Chemistry course or equiv.
with a grade of 75 or higher; passing grade on the Chemistry | CLEP exam; CHM 100 or another college chemistry (with a lab) with a grade of
“C” or higher. For Fall 2026 applicants, the chemistry pre-requisite must have been completed after February 1, 2021.

Department Requirements

[1  Observations: Submit Dental Hygiene Observation Form/Activity completed within 3 years of the application deadline. For Fall 2026 applicants,
observations must be completed after February 1, 2023. Applicants will be asked to complete a minimum of 4 hours in-person observation.

[ Pre-Admission Seminar: Attend a Dental Hygiene department pre-admission seminar within 3 years of the application deadline. For Fall 2026
applicants, the seminar must have been attended after February 1, 2023.

Though not required to be eligible to apply for the program, the courses below (25 credits) are required as part of the Dental Hygiene Degree and
completing them prior to applying for the program will strengthen your application. Please be aware that if you have not taken a course within its
designated timeframe, you must retake it in order for it to be considered in the review of your application. Only courses completed with a grade of C
or better as of the application deadline will be considered. Transfer students will have letter grade(s) from the appropriate courses at previous
institutions considered when evaluating the program GPA.

For Dental Hygiene, the following courses will be
calculated in the science GPA: BIO 115 or BIO 112, BIO 125, & MLT 106.
